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This BA programme has been designed according to regulations for the Polish Qualification Framework prepared by the Polish Ministry of Higher Education and Science (MNiSW).  It is concurrent with the Polish Sixth Educational  Framework developed on the base of Bologna Process. The expected learning outcomes have been formed based on the Polish NQE, the Dublin descriptors with the application of Tuning methodology. The programme has been constructed utilizing the ECTS regulations adopted in the EU.
Profile of a graduate

Graduate of the BA programme in Studies in Central and East Europe: Histories, Cultures and Societies has a thorough and deep knowledge of the diversity and differences in the historical, ethnic and cultural heritage of peoples of Central Eastern Europe including the Baltic States, Belarus, Ukraine and Russia. The knowledge of history of the region, far deeper, than presented in any “western Civilization” textbook, allows her/him to analyze and explain the phenomena of local conflicts and mutual atrocities/phobias through the lens of historical and cultural experience. This refers as much to the mediaeval times, as early modern period, the 19th and 20th centuries and the contemporary times. S/he is able to identify the potential areas of conflict between various peoples, investigate them providing an explanation of these differences based on historical, ethnic, linguistic and cultural experience, leading to the present day situation. 


Graduate of this course has the knowledge and skills of a professional historian, anthropologist and political scientists, who has had the basic training in historical methods of auxiliary sciences of history, local and environmental history, oral tradition, the long duration concept and modern and post modern humanistic theories. S/he has the basic skills of identifying various sources in local (also historical) languages, such as Latin, Russian, Polish, and Yiddish. 


The curse participants have received a in-depth training in team work (including team leaderships), project planning and proposal writing, formal and informal presentation of ideas and research results (including IT), as well as the ability to write publication quality short professional essays and contributions.
